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WBR Showcase Tournament Rules
All showcase tournaments will use National Federation High School (NFHS) baseball rules with these exceptions.
1) Age requirements:  
    a) U/18 – Any player that has graduated high school in 2011 is eligible to play. 

        Graduated players must not have turned 19 prior to May 1st, 2011. 

     b) U/16 – Must not have turned 17 prior to May 1st, 2011.

2)  Bats: All tournaments are metal bats unless otherwise noted.  
3) Game lengths and innings: All games will have a seven (7) inning length with a two 
    (2) hour time limit. No new inning can start after two (2) hour time limit. Teams will
        finish the inning they are in if time limit has been reached.  

    a) Teams should be prepared and ready to play 30 minutes prior to their game start 

        time. If a game ends early the next two teams must be ready to play within fifteen
        (15) minutes. 

    b) Championship round games will not be subjected to a time limit.

    c) Home team will be decided by a coin flip. In championship round the highest 

        seeded team will be the home team.

    d) Tie Games: Games that end in a tie each team will be awarded ½ game won and ½ 
         game loss. In championship games that end in a tie we will use California tie 
         breaker rule. The last batted out the previous inning will go to 2nd base with NO 
         outs. The game will be played until a winner is decided. 

3) Run Rule: 
    a) 15 runs after 3 innings of play.
    b) 10 runs after 4 innings of play.

    c) 8 runs after 5 innings of play. 

    d) Championship games will be subject to a 10 run rule after 5 innings of play. 

4) Pregame: Unless given permission by tournament director or on-site tournament 

    official, there will be NO pregame warm up prior to any games. 

5) Game Rules: 

    a) Courtesy runner is mandatory for catcher with two outs. It is optional for pitchers. 

        The courtesy runner must be a player that is not already in the game or the player 

        who made the last out if there is no other player available on your roster. 

     b) DH & EH: Teams will be allowed to use both the DH or EH. If a DH enters a 

          game defensively, the DH will be eliminated for the rest of the game. The EH may 

          be used as a defensive substitution but must remain in his spot in the batting order. 

         The player he replaces in the field will in turn become the EH.

    c) Pitching Restrictions:  WBR does NOT have a mandatory pitching limit on 

        innings pitched. Coaches are responsible for the health of their players arms. Be 
        smart, use some common sense. 

 6) Tie Breakers: The team with the best record will advance into championship round in 

     pool play. In the event of a tie, head-to-head results will determine the pool champion.

     If teams involved in a tie have not played each other and head-to-head can not be 

     used, then the following tie breakers will be used: runs allowed, runs scored, coin flip.
 7) Inclement Weather: Games will be considered “OFFICIAL” after four (4) innings of 

    play (3.5 innings if home team is winning). All final scores will be recorded on the last 

    full inning of play if game is suspended for any reason. 

a) In the event of rain the tournament director will do everything possible to keep 

    games on schedule and get teams as many games as weather permits. The 
    tournament director does reserve the right to change the format of any 
    tournament to a single elimination format. This would only take place once it has 
    been determined that there is NO possible way to finish the published format due to 
    weather or field conditions.
8) WBR Refund Policy: 

   a) Teams will receive a 70% refund of all tournament fees if tournament is cancelled 

       and zero games are played.
   b) Teams will receive a 30% refund if they were unable to finish a total of two 

       games. 

   c) Teams will receive a 100% refund of all tournament fees if the tournament is 

      cancelled by WBR for any reason other than weather. 

   d) Teams canceling from any tournament within 60 days prior to the start are entitled 
        to a full refund. Teams canceling 59 days or less prior to the start of a tournament 
        will NOT be entitled to any refund.
    e) Gate fees if charged at any of our events are NOT refundable. 

9) Sportsmanship: 

   a) It is the responsibility of the team manager to control your players and your 

      fans. Remind your players and fans to show sportsmanship at all times. Failure to 
      show sportsmanship by either your team or fans will result in your team being 
      asked to leave the tournament and NO refunds will be given.
   b) Use of foul language is strictly prohibited. Any manager, coach, or player using 
       foul language will be ejected from the game they are playing and from the 
       tournament.
10) Team Insurance: Teams must carry an insurance policy to play in WBR showcase 

      tournaments. A copy of your policy should be mailed in with your registration form 

      or given to on site tournament staff prior to your 1st game. 
11) Rosters: Team managers should bring down a copy of their team roster to pass out 

      to college coaches, professional scouts and recruiters. Your roster should include 

      player contact info, hgt, wgt, bats/throws, primary position, secondary position, 

      grad year, ACT score, GPA, and date of birth.
